
 

 

Mountain Park Academy hired 
a new headmaster in May—
Simon Peter Kamau. With ex-
perience in education, business, 
and agriculture, Mr. Kamau 
brings a varied background to 
his new position. Mr. Kamau 
was a teacher for 34 years and 
retired in 1999. One year later 
he decided to go into business 
milling maize meal. After a few 
years, however, increasing 
competition  forced him to 
close his mill and turn to farm-
ing. He was farming two acres 
of land when Mr. and Mrs. 
Robi approached him with the 
idea of coming back to the field 
of education at MPA. 

He and his wife, Margaret, 

have four sons and three daugh-
ters. One son is a teacher, two 
are masons, and one is cur-
rently taking a driving course in 
Nakuru. Of his daughters, one 
is a teacher, one hopes to train 
to work in a hair salon, and the 
third is married and living in 
Tanzania. 

Mr. Kamau is impressed with 
MPA’s students and staff. “The 
children are very healthy, very 
smart, well disciplined and 
have the potential of learning.”   
Mr. Kamau feels that the staff 
are “young men and ladies who 
are ready to work, very coop-
erative and ready to improve 
the standards.”

The oldest 
children can study information 
in books such as World History 
as they prepare to go on to sec-
ondary school. Many people 
and groups in the U. S. have 
donated the books. Some books 
came from individuals and oth-
ers came from school systems.

is not very responsible. While 
Geoffrey is lucky enough to be 
able to go to school (an uncle 
pays for him), Boniface and 
Felix are not so fortunate. 
These two boys are forced to 
stay at home until they can find 
sponsors.

Boniface and Felix, ages 6 and 
10, are boys living in the vil-
lage of Githioroinii. Most chil-
dren have parents or adult rela-
tives to take care of them, but 
these boys lost both parents to 
AIDS. They have no one at 
home to care for them except 
their older brother, Geoffrey, 
who is in high school. He has to 
cook, wash and do all the do-
mestic chores. They also have 
an adult brother who does not 
live in the home. He occasion-
ally brings some food by but he

macy manager at Emory's Win-
ship Cancer Institute, knew 
what that meant. If Robi didn't 
get treatment soon, hundreds of 
children would be orphaned for 
a second time.  

Back at Emory, he took this 
story right to the top: to the 
heads of the Woodruff Health 
Sciences Center, Emory 
Healthcare, Emory Clinic, and 
the hematology/oncology divi-
sion. Their answer was quick 
and unanimous: of course 
Emory would help. 

In Atlanta, the 69-year-old 
Robi received care from a host

Breast cancer affects not just 
individual women but also 
those who love and depend on 
them. For Isabelah [sic] Robi, 
the lump in her left breast 
threatened 640 orphans in the 
rural Community of Nakuru, 
Kenya. 

Earlier this year, Robi reluc-
tantly told one [Kenya Project] 
volunteer, Mike Bloomfield, 
that a long-time lump in her 
breast had become painful and 
swollen. Bloomfield, the phar-
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Mountain Park Academy is 
located in Githioroinii, a small 
village on the outskirts of Na-
kuru in west central Kenya. 
With a population of more than 
300,000, Nakuru is much larger 
than any city in Georgia except 
Atlanta.  

The people of Githioroinii en-
joy a mild climate year-round, 
with the average monthly highs 
ranging between 67° and 75° 
Fahrenheit. The native lan-
guage is Swahili, but most chil-
dren learn to speak English in 
school. The village is located at 
the bottom of the African Rift 
Valley, a giant crack in the 

earth’s crust (see the dotted line 
on the map).  

Githioroinii is surrounded by 
interesting places to visit. A 
few miles to the west is the 
immense Menengai Crater, the 
world's second largest volcanic 
crater. Nine miles southwest of 
Githioroinii is Lake Nakuru, 
famous for the vast numbers—
often more than a million—of 
pink flamingos that feed there. 
The lake is part of Lake Nakuru 
National Park, a sanctuary for 
giraffes, black rhinos, lions, 
leopards, waterbuck, baboons, 
and large pythons.  

If you travel roughly 80 miles 

to the west of Githioroinii, you 
will reach Lake Victoria, the 
largest tropical lake in the 
world. This vast body of water 
is at the heart of the African 
continent and is the source of 
the Nile River.  

You might not expect to find 
poverty in a place so rich in 
natural beauty. But according 
to the United Nations, more 
than half of the people of 
Kenya are poor, with 7.5 mil-
lion living in extreme poverty. 
The average life expectancy is 
only 46 years, and 20% of the 
children under age 5 are mal-
nourished. 
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home and possibly buy the 
furniture and help move the 
parents and the children in. In 
the meantime pray that the 
needed funds will be available. 

vides the funds to finish this 
work. We do not have all the 
funds to finish this first home, 
so we would appreciate any 
donation towards this. 

We do anticipate that the re-
maining work on the home will 
be finished in two months if we 
have all the money that is 
needed. As two mission teams  
prepare to go to Kenya (August 
31-September 12 and Septem-
ber 25-October 7), we do pray 
that the second team will par-

The children’s home construc-
tion has gone very well so far. 
The roof has recently been 
completed. Our next major step 
will be plastering the walls and 
the floor. This comes after we 
have installed all the doors and 
window frames. So far we have 
spent  $21,000. We do antici-
pate spending another $16,000 
to $20,000 to finish the home 
and get it ready for the children 
to settle in. 

We continue to be amazed by 
God’s faithfulness as he pro-
